RAFFLE PROJECT:  NOTES TO BLACK BELTS

· The cover letter explaining the 2012 Fundraiser should be sent to each recipient.

· Add the personal or business note to each with appropriate number of tickets (record your tickets on the sheet for that purpose)

· The instructors need to write or type the individual’s name at the opening of the letters being mailed out.

· An unstamped addressed envelope should accompany each letter sent out  


(with label of Instructor’s home address).
· A personal signature and brief person-to-person note may also be helpful to get the recipient more involved!

· Send out 8 tickets minimum, for $10 donation (to work, friends, family, neighbors).  If you send out 50 mailings and receive 25 responses, that's a respectable outcome.  So, send a good number of letters.

· Companies you do business with: Send 75 tickets for a $75 donation.  Forward a copy of the brief business letter explaining the yearlong WEB ADVERTISEMENT.

· Business contacts should be conducted by Black Belts.  Adult students may assist. (*This should be done only after being discussed with the Black Belt instructor first and cleared through the main office!)

· Students (school age) in karate classes will get a Community Involvement Recommendation letter from the Main Office for collecting a total of $100 in donations.
